If it were merely a numbers game, then why do 99% of the industry’ s top earners —when

switching from one company to another — recruit other network marketersto build their

Those top earners know it’s not just a“ numbers game.” They know it's much more than
that. They know it’s a“target market numbers game.”

LUCK-OF-THE-DRAW NUMBERS GAME METHODS

Think about this. . . if indeed succeeding in network marketing were merely a*“numbers
game”, then you could succeed merely by calling people out of the phone book.

If it were merely a numbers game, you could succeed by putting flyers on cars.
Y ou could succeed by taping mini-flyers on mailboxes.

Y ou could succeed by hiring an airplane to fly while pulling asign with an
advertisement.

Y ou could succeed by hiring the Goodyear Blimp to fly around a big city at night time
with the lights on the sides flashing out your advertising message.

If it were merely a numbers game, you could succeed merely by handing out business
cards to people on the streets, in airports, at bus stops, at ball games, at the grocery store,
at WalMart, at the mall, at the school, etc.

Y ou could succeed standing at the corner of a busy intersection, holding a big sign with
an advertising method on it.
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Y ou cold succeed by putting flyers on telephone poles.
Y ou could succeed by utilizing the 3-foot rule. (Y uck!)

NOTE: Whilel’m poking fun at the methods listed above, | do know at least one (1)
person who did each of them, and a few of them actually had some success doing it.
But the fundamental problem with each of the above methodsisthat they rely
entirely on luck of the draw. Not one of these methods hitsthe tar get market.
Therefore with each of these methods, the odds are much greater that you’ll fail.
But when you recruit previous network marketers, you put the odds of successin
your favor.

So from thisday forward, use thisphrase: “ Success in network marketing comes
when you hit your target market, and do so in great numbers.”
